Equine welfare is of paramount importance and all riders must at all times be of an appropriate size and weight for the type/height of horse/pony being ridden which includes horses/ponies being warmed up and/or exercised anywhere on the showground.
Hard hats conforming to PAS015, EN1384 or ASTM F1163 with chin straps MUST be worn by everyone riding on the showground..
Stallions must display the appropriate stallion disc
Neither the landowner nor the organisers can be held responsible for any loss or damage howsoever caused to any person, animal or property whilst on the showground.
